Studies on Psalm 119: Series VII
God’s Word in Challenging Times (Psalm 119: 145-160)
By Senior Pastor Dr Daniel Ho
Suggested idea guidance: 

· Give everyone a sheet of paper. 
· Tell everybody that you are going to read through a list of ‘challenging’ circumstances and the cell members will rate the level of ‘challenge’ based on their circumstance right now, from number 1 to 5: “1” being not very challenging, “5” being extremely challenging.   
· Here is a suggested list, feel free to customise based on your cell dynamics:
i) Illness (either self, family member, colleague or friend)
ii) Workplace

iii) Relationship with children, spouse, boyfriend/girlfriend, colleagues

iv) Ministry/Serving related 

v) Reaching out and evangelising

· Get someone to collect all the papers and then to sum up the score. Find the top two “challenges” in your cell group to address together. 
· Read the scripture passage. 

· Do a THREE-MINUTE SUMMARY of the sermon highlighting KEY POINTS.

· Do not preach the whole sermon again, as the majority of your cell members would have heard the sermon over the previous weekend. 
· Allocate more time for sharing in the cell through the application questions. Customise these accordingly to your cell.

1. From the earlier activity, pick the ‘highest’ two challenging circumstance and discuss them in the light of God’s Word. How could God’s Word help us in these circumstances?

Share one instance where the Word of God was found to be true and of lasting value in your life.
