Have available a blank sheet of paper and draw a vertical line in the middle so that you have two blank columns. Write on top of the left column with the heading “Similarities” and the right with “Contrasts”.

Have your group list down on each column what they think are the similarities and contrasts for each man and his house.

Discuss what this passage means in the light of the sermon. The important principle here is: Obeying the Word of God builds a strong foundation for us to build our lives on so that we can withstand the storms of life. This is the big picture statement. Ensure the group understands this.
Application Questions
1. What kind of storms do you encounter in your lives? Give different examples. Describe one that is particularly difficult for you. How did you respond to that storm? How strong do you think is the foundation of your life then? What would you have done differently now that you are more mature in Christ?

2. Describe how you regularly get your input from the Word of God. (Daily devotion, Bible Studies, Scripture Memory, Sermon tapes, etc.) If you are not regularly getting your input, what do you need to do to improve in this area? 
3. What is one verse of the Bible that God seems to impress upon you in your heart right now? What do you need to do to demonstrate your obedience to the Word of God for that verse?
4. Why is it that we find it hard to obey God’s Word? What excuses do we normally give? How can we help each other obey the Word of God? Discuss practical ways in your Cell Group.
