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1. WORKS (15 minutes)

a) Vision Casting & Sharing
· Following the vision casting by Pr Daniel Ho during the Leaders’ Meeting on 7 Dec, share the same with your cell. 

· Consider setting aside time during December for evaluation of the cell using the SWOC (Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities, and Challenges) analysis, and
b) Children’s Church Christmas Party (11 Dec @ 4-6pm @ DSP) 

· Take time to pray for this (prayer items under “Prayerwatch” in 5 Dec bulletin). 

· Encourage your members to join the “Kopi Tiam” set up at the Joy Café especially for the non-Christian parents who bring their children to the party. Here is a wonderful opportunity to interact with these unbelieving parents and invite them to your cell.

Discovery & Understanding Questions (10 minutes)
Read the scripture passages.
a) What was the “wisdom and strength” which was so attractive to the Corinthians (1:20-21, 26; 2:1, 4-5)? What does this reveal about the division in 1:12? 

b) In contrast what was the “wisdom and power” of God?
c) How has Paul’s “thorn” affected his life (2 Cor. 12:7-10)?
	Before you move on, do a 3-minute summary of the sermon (in point form; please DO NOT preach).


Facilitator: Please avoid asking members of their opinion of other people. The purpose of the application questions is to get members to open and share about their own lives.

Application Questions (45 minutes)

1. Share an instance when you felt really weak and helpless in your life.  What did you do then and what lesson did you learn from it?

2. God says, “My grace is sufficient for you, for My power is made perfect in weakness” (2 Cor. 12:9a).  Share an occasion in your life where you experienced this truth.  What assurance does this give you nowadays in your walk with the Lord?
