2. WORD - Discovery & Understanding Questions (10 minutes)

Introduction : Pr Daniel will be bringing us through a series of kingdom living based on the Gospel of Matthew.  I am supplying you a little background so that it helps put into context and focus when we go through this series.
Matthew is a tax collector.  He is a Jew who writes to the Jewish audience.  His focus is to show Christ as King to the Jews.  Therefore he makes many quotation from the Old Testament Scriptures where he wants to proof that Christ fulfills the Old Testament in His birth, His life, his death.

Read Matthew 1:1-2:23 and recap sermon.

Give everyone an A4 paper and get them to draw their family tree.
3. Application Questions (60 minutes)

a. What are the helpful and the not so helpful things you have inherited from your ancestry?  What would you like to pass on to your descendants?  How can you cleanse your unhelpful heritage and bless whatever good things you have inherited and whatever that God is doing in your life so that you will only pass on to others the blessings?
b. If Jesus Christ were to expose your heart what would He see today?  What do you need to do to keep your heart pure and be fully devoted to Him as King?
The Unreached People Group: The Bamars of Myanmar

Population: 34.07 million (68% of national population); Major religions: Buddhism, Islam, Christianity (<0.1%).

Prayer pointers:

a. Bamar
1. Pray for the salvation of the Bamar people. That they be set free from the spirits in Jesus’ Name. 

2. Many Bamar spiritual leaders (monks) are hungry to know the truth of the gospel. Pray that more monks would come to believe in Christ and surrender their lives to Him. That they would have the boldness to make the decision and the strength to live with the consequences.

3. Pray that the church would better understand the gap between Christianity and the major religions of Myanmar. Pray that Christians working among Buddhists gain an increased understanding of these differences and communicate the gospel in an attractive way.

4. Pray for the millions of families who have insufficient food and few necessities due to low income and low agricultural production. For availability of land, water supply and supporting services to the farmers.
5. Praise God for a steady growth of Christians in Myanmar. For the new believers – well grounded in their faith and willing to fully trust in God. That they would become God’s witnesses to the people around them.

b. DUMC Mission Team (11-18 Apr)
Objective of trip: To run a youth camp for an expected 400 youths, primarily non-Christians and predominantly the Bamar people.

1. Team unity. Pray for continuing oneness of heart and spirit, to be able to work together with each other throughout. 

2. Servant attitude. Pray that they might serve the campers and the church in Yangon, meeting their need to know God more fully. Wisdom and supernatural ability to cross the cultural barrier in communication, as they teach, preach and interact with the Myanmar youth. 

3. Missions passion. Pray for opportunities for them to share Christ. That they may have heart-passion to see the youth of Myanmar know Christ. Pray that many may respond to the gospel during the camp. 

4. Travelling mercies and health. Pray for their safety as they travel 3 hours a day to and from the campsite every day. For good health throughout a hectic week’s schedule. Pray for God’s protection of their loved ones back home.
