2. vv 20-32 is where Paul put a strong point across for each believer to be accountable to live in 
contrast with the surrounding culture. What are these areas of accountability?

3.   I’d like to pick on v28….note that the first motive for a believer to earn money is that he may have something to give. Does this tell us that as believers our work is not simply to make a living?? What then is our work for as according to Paul’s exaltation?
