Facilitator: Please avoid asking members of their opinion of other people. The purpose of the application questions is to get members to open and share about their own lives.

Application Questions (45 minutes)

1. Which of the principles of the Kingdom in Matthew 5:1-12 have you been practising the most?  In what ways have this affected and impacted your life and the lives and situations of those around you?
2. Which principles of the Kingdom do you struggle the most?  In what ways are you going to work on it so that you will begin to live it out too?  How can your cell members help you?
