1. WORKS (15 minutes)

a. Christmas Home Evangelism

Evangelism is about asking God to develop in us a heart for people, showing them God’s love in practical ways and introducing to them to the person of Jesus. This means we take time to pray for and build relationship with them. It is not about the programme but people that matters to God. He wants to communicate His love to them through you. 

· Identify oikoses with whom your members have ongoing relationship, OR 

· Discuss with your members the people in their network of relationships with whom they could start building relationship.

· Record the names for follow up in your future cell meetings. Take time to pray for these names and ask the Holy Spirit:

· To guide each one of you.

· For opportunities to build relationship with and reach out to their loved ones, friends or relatives.

· For His favour and to prepare hearts of these people.
b. Church Prayer Evening (25 Oct)
· Let us come as a Body of Christ to seek the face of the Lord and expect Him to speak, and lead us.
· Let us come with grateful hearts and thank Him for the breakthroughs in our lives and answering our prayers during the 3-Day Fast & Pray.

2. WORD

	Note to Edification Leader: The questions below are a guide. Please be free to formulate & tailor your questions according to the needs of your members.


Discovery & Understanding (10 minutes)
Read the scripture passage. 

a. Peter warned the believers as “obedient children” (v.14), not to conform to the evil desires they had when they lived in ignorance. What does this tell us as believers of Christ in relation to our former life?

After people commit their lives to Christ, they sometimes still feel a pull back to their old ways.
b. How could the believers overcome the evil desires?

Peter tells us to be like our heavenly Father – holy in everything we do. (v.15)

We cannot become holy on our own, but God gives us his Holy Spirit to help us obey and to give us power to overcome sin – “through the sanctifying work of the Spirit” (v.2);purify yourselves by obeying the truth (v.22).  
	Before you move on, do a 3-minute summary of the sermon (in point form; please DO NOT preach).


Application: Questions for discussion (45 minutes)

(Here we want to avoid sharing our opinions of other people. The purpose is to get members to open up and share about their own lives.)
a. What do you understand when the Bible says our God is the holy God (see Lev. 11:44,45)?  
What is the heart of the matter in emphasising that our God is the holy God?

b. Why is living a holy life as a Christian so important in this world?  
What are you doing and what steps are you taking in leading and living a holy life?  What is the amazing power of living a holy life?
