Location: Western Nepal; Population: 250,000; Language: Magar; Religions: 70% Animist, 30% Hindu; <1% Christian; Occupation: Craftsmen & farmers; Bible: Not available in Magar language

Prayer pointers:

a. Magar
1. Pray for a mighty move of the Holy Spirit among the people through the team’s teaching, outreaches and evangelistic events.

2. Pray for the Lord to prepare the hearts of the Magar villagers to receive the good news.

3. Pray for the Lord’s divine appointment with the Magar people, esp. in Pokhara, Kaireni and the local church in Kaireni. 

4. Pray for revival for the local church (150 people) and its leaders. Pray for the believers’ passion to reach out to their own people.

b. DUMC Mission Team
Team members: Wong Su Mene (Leader), Ann Wan Kuan (Asst. Leader), J-Son Ho, Dr Shih Gang & Helen Ling and Tan Hong Looi.
