Have you heard of Louis Braille? 

Allow me to share about him. He is known as the man who opened the doors of knowledge to all those who cannot see. How did that happen? It was frustration that drove Louis to seek innovative solutions – a frustration that began when his left eye was punctured at a young age of 4.

Louis went through many phases of challenges as he improvised changes to the best system of reading and writing for the blind at his time. He died at 43 not knowing that his system would gain worldwide acceptance, but knowing in his heart that he had given the greatest gift ever made to the blind.

Louis channelled problems and personal frustration into creative solutions.

We are now in October 2004. With a blink of an eye, 2004 will be over. If you or people you love and know are facing problems and personal frustration, then let’s learn from Louis Braille. Let’s channel it into something good.

Note to Edification Leaders: It is important that you spend at least one to two hours in preparation and prayers. Discovery & Understanding Questions (prepared by Pr. Chris Kam)
Divide your CG into two groups. Have the first group takes Ephesians 5:1-21 and the second group Ephesians 5:22 - 6:4. If you have a mixture of singles and couples, then get the singles to be the first group and the couples to be the second group.
1. The first group will read through Ephesians 5:1-21. Get two empty sheets of paper and write on top of one sheet “OLD SELF” and the other “NEW SELF”. As you read through the passage, write on each sheet behaviors or characteristics of the old self and the new self.

2. The second group will read through Ephesians 5:22 – 6:4. Have another two sheets of paper and label on the top of the first sheet “Husband” and the second sheet “Wife”. Write down under each heading what must the men and women do in their roles as husbands, wives and parents.

3. Each group will then go through their list and ask themselves whether they understand what each item means. If the group is not clear, this will be brought out as questions for the larger group for discussion.

4. Get back together as a whole group. Go one round and ask every person to share one or two items from their sheet:


Group 1: In which area have they moved from old self to new self? Share briefly how that happened.


Group 2: For each person, share one area they find easy to do and one area difficult to do.
