Purpose #2 : Formed for God’s Family

1. WORKS (15 minutes)

a) Post T.H.E. Carnival
( Discuss what the cell did well and what could be improved.

( Follow up of oikoses/invited guests: Discuss what kind of follow up is to be done with them and assign cell members to do the necessary. For example, call up your oikoses/guests during the week (July 19-25) and ask them what they thought of the carnival and whether they had a good time. For those who are receptive, invite them to your cell or to our Worship Celebrations.

( Pray for them and ask God for further opportunities and favour to connect with them.

b) Marriage Breakthrough Conference (August 14)
( All cell leaders (including assistants and interns) and zone leaders (interns, too) are strongly encouraged to sign up for this conference. 

( Sign up the married and courting couples in your cell. Singles are also encouraged to sign up.

( Conference is also opened to and relevant for non-Christian couples and singles.

( Take time to pray for the conference (prayer items on the reverse page). 

c) DUMC Mission Team to the Bamar, Myanmar
Pray for the Bamar people and our mission team (prayer items on the reverse page).

2. WORD

Note to Edification Leader: The questions below are a guide. Please be free to formulate & tailor your questions according to the needs of your members.

Discovery & Understanding Questions (10 minutes)
Read the scripture passage.
a) How does this section (v.9-21) explain what Paul means in v. 1-2?

b) When is it harder to practise love – when you are hurt by someone close to you? Or by an acquaintance? Why?

Before you move on, do a 3-minute summary of the sermon (in point form; please DO NOT preach).

Facilitator: Please avoid asking members of their opinion of other people. The purpose of the application questions is to get members to open and share about their own lives.

Application Questions (45 minutes)

a. Read 1 Tim. 3:14,15. In the Bible the church is described as a family. What characteristics of healthy families would be true of a healthy church or cell group?

b. The Bible says in Ecclesiastes 4:10: “If one person falls, the other can reach out and help.  But people who are alone when they fall are in real trouble”. Can you share a time in your life when your cell members or fellow believers came to your assistance, brought you comfort or met a need? What does it say about such fellowship?

c. In the 5 building blocks of biblical fellowship which of these are the strength of your group or of DUMC?  Which one do you find most challenging and what can you personally or your cell group do about it?

1. Pray for smooth operation of MBC preparation.

2. Pray for the registration process to be well accepted.
