	Note to Edification Leader:
The questions below are a guide. Please be free to tailor your questions according to the needs of your members.


Ice-Breaker at Word time

You may wish to use this ice-breaker to illustrate the point of citizenship in the Kingdom of God.

Share with one another what dialect group they belong to in their ethnicity? Ask your CG members to share briefly their genealogy, if they know, and the ancestral stories of their forefathers in their journey to Malaysia.

You can conclude by saying that although we may not be clear about our human genealogy, we are certain of our Christian heritage and being a citizen in God’s Kingdom.

Discovery & Understanding Questions (10 minutes)
Read the scripture passages.
a.   Get two big pieces of flip chart paper and two marker pens, write on top of one chart the word “Before” and the another chart “After”. Divide your CG into two groups. Assign one group to handle “Before” and the other “After”.

b. Have them read through Ephesians Chapter 2 in their own group. Every time something from the reading is referred to as things “Before” conversion, write it down. The other group will deal the “After” conversion.

c. Have each group share their findings on the flip chart.

d. What valuable lessons can you learn from them?

	Before you move on, do three minutes summary of the sermon in point form.

Application Questions (45 minutes)
a) While we are made alive in Christ, why is it that we are still struggling with our fleshly desires? Give some possible reasons. What does verse 3 means to you: “cravings of our sinful nature and following its desires and thoughts?” What are some of your victories and challenges since becoming a Christian?

b) Verse 10 says “ … created in Christ Jesus to do good works.” How would you rate yourself, from 1 to 10, if 1 denotes a minimum Christian and 10 a maximum Christian? What do you think you need to do to move the number higher up? (Minimum Christian - someone who does the basic minimum to escape hell. Maximum Christian - someone who wants everything from God to live rightly and to serve Him fervently and become a blessing to God and others.)
c) How would you describe in general the relationship you have with the members of your Cell Group? Have they been like a family to you? In what ways are they? In what ways are they not? How can we improve in this area as a CG?
Prayer & Fasting Survey 

One of the four major areas of breakthrough that we are looking to the Lord in the Year of Breakthrough is Prayer and Fasting. By God's grace, we look to Him to spend 60 minutes daily in prayer and to fast for 5 days in a month. Let us see how we are all doing in our individual prayer life and fasting at this stage using the template given. Consider how we can encourage one another in our prayer life and fasting.

In DUMC, definition of one-day fast is fast three meals in any one day (i.e. fast breakfast, lunch and dinner). For e.g., if an individual fasts on cell meeting day (3 meals) and breaks fast at suppertime, this is considered one-day fast.

Western Magar People, Nepal

Prayer Pointers:

1. Claim the land of Nepal where the Spirit of Christ will rule in the hearts of her people.

2. Nullify the enemy’s hold over the land and the lives of people in the name of Jesus Christ.

3. Stand in the gap and ask for God’s forgiveness for the sins of the people.

4. Pray for preparation of peoples’ hearts for the gospel and to receive Christ’s love.

5. Pray that many will turn to the Lord and worship Him as Lord and King.

6. Pray for peace to prevail and a halt to street protests, strikes and riots.

7. Renounce the seeds of racial and religious antagonism sown by the enemy in the hearts of the people.

8. Pray for God’s love and peace to fill the hearts of the people.

9. Declare an end to social and political turmoil (bombings by Maoists rebels have led to shutdown of foreign companies and loss of jobs).

10.   Pray for the release of detainees held as ransom/threat by Maoists rebels (to date in 2004, there have been 183 disappearances of children & civilians).
