a) What pressures, perplexities or persecution have you faced in your life as a Christian?  How are you taking all these and have you grown or not grown through these?  Why and where is God in all these?

b) Share an example of someone you know or read about who went through the same. What happened to that person and what did he or she and you learn from that experience?
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
