b) What path will he take toward to it (v. 23-26)?

c) What constant hope literally surrounds Asaph’s envy and despair (v. 1, 28)?

Before you move on, do a 3-minute summary of the sermon (in point form; please DO NOT preach).

Facilitator: Please avoid asking members of their opinion of other people. The purpose of the application questions is to get members to open and share about their lives.

Application Questions (45 minutes)

a) Why is the sanctuary of God the place of breakthrough?

b) How can we constantly “enter the sanctuary of God” in the midst of a busy life?
