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WORKS
1. Cell leaders, we have just finished the book of Ephesians through the weekend sermons. Allow me to suggest to you how you can prepare the works time through the following:

· Select 5 cell members, call them up to prepare one key message(not more than 30 words) from each chapter of Ephesians i.e.  cell member A take chap 1, cell member B take chap 2….. As a cell leader, you start it off by taking the 1st chapter. (1 min each)
· Have that cell member after sharing lead in prayer to pray that key message into the lives of cell. (1 min each)
Cell leaders, you can tell that this will require you to intentionally call these selected members and work through with each one their prepared key message. Why do this? This is an intentional way of interacting with cell members and have them be intentional in their study of scriptures.
2. The exhortation from Eph 5 (Pr. Chris’s sermon) unfolds for us how to conduct all relationships according to God’s order. Take time to pray for the REW that has just taken place and the Legacy of Love that is going to take place (5-7 Nov). These are equipping that contributes further to what we have gleaned from Eph 5.
3. Have you sign up as a cell group for Jackie Pullinger’s seminar?? This may be the best Cell-Group outing for Q4 2004…..go for it!

Chris last week….spend at least 2hours in preparation…Ask the Holy Spirit to give you understanding& discernment as you search the scriptures so as to impart truth into the lives of your members.

1. Contrast Eph 6:1 “Obey your parents in the Lord...” with Eph 6:4 “Slaves, obey your earthly masters”. 

· Is there a contrast to the way we relate to others depending on whether they are in the Lord or not
(Christian or not)? 

· What is this telling us about our position at our workplace?

Eph has much to say about building godly relationship and our relationship at the marketplace is no exception. Our relationship with our bosses or employees calls us to be ethical in our duty and be diligent in our performance as though serving Christ….even when the other is not a Christian.

Eph 6:13-17: the metaphor here is based on the armour and battle attire of the 1st century Roman soldier.       Why such a metaphor?

What is it telling us about what we are engaged in now…..so many centuries later…?

Summary of the study of Eph 6:

Prepare the summary with fervency in the Spirit, not lagging in diligence ( spend time to study the scriptures) and speak forth with confidence in the Spirit.( it’s all about our awesome God, not about us ).
