What difference do you observe?  What do you understand about God’s glory?
Recap sermon and move on to application questions.
3. Application Questions (60 minutes)

a. What do you think of the spiritual atmosphere in our cell groups?

b. What practical steps can we take to build strong spiritual atmosphere of faith, praise and prayer in our cell groups? (As a cell group, decide one spiritual atmosphere to build and one practical step to take for the next three months or until it is evident, move on to build the next spiritual atmosphere after that.)
