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1. WORKS (15 minutes)

· Finalise oikos names and confirm their status.
· For those oikos with children, invite them to 11 Dec Children’s Church Christmas Party, 4:00 – 6:00pm

· Pray for oikoses and cell members as we all prepare for Home E.

2. WORD - Discovery & Understanding Questions (10 minutes)

Read Scripture Passages: 2 Cor 4:7-12

Recap sermon. (3 minutes)

a. Give examples of what does it mean in v10, “We always carry around in our body the death of Jesus,…..”.  

Suggested answers : The answer would be along the lines of death of Jesus would mean to each individual.  Everyone would have their own experience to share.
b. And in contrast as well, what does it mean to “…..that the life of Jesus may also be revealed in our body.”

Suggested answer : Areas that you are living victoriously in Christ.

3. Application Questions (60 minutes)

a. In what ways are you revealing the life of Jesus in your day-to-day living?  Does it express peace, joy, contentment and fulfillment?  If not, what needs to change?
b. How are you reproducing this life of Jesus of yours in others?  Share an example that might help your cell members

4. Pray for healing of the people and their land where up to a million people's blood had been shed by the Khmer Rouge. 

5. Pray for success for the government's drive against child prostitution.
