1. WORKS (15 minutes)

a) Marriage Breakthrough Conference (August 14)
( All cell leaders (including assistants and interns) and zone leaders (interns, too) are strongly encouraged to sign up for this conference. 

( Sign up the married and courting couples in your cell. Singles are also encouraged to sign up. Conference is also opened to and relevant for non-Christian couples and singles.

b) Breakthrough in Prayer & Fasting
Do a progress check on the prayer and fasting life of your cell members. Ask them how they are doing with their prayer life and fasting. (Remember by faith, we are looking to the Lord and working towards praying 60 minutes a day and to fast 5 days a month during this Year of Breakthrough (2004/5).

For our purpose, definition of one-day fast is fast three meals in any one day (i.e. fast breakfast, lunch and dinner). For e.g., if an individual fasts on cell meeting day (3 meals) and breaks fast at suppertime, this is considered one-day fast.

c) Prayer & Intercession:

· Pastors’ Pre-Planning (10-12 Aug) – for God to lead and guide us in our discussion to the overall big picture of what God would have us do for 2005 and beyond.
· 3-Day Fast & Prayer in conjunction with Jesus Heals Rally (18-20 Aug)

· Young Adults’ Camp (21-23 Aug) – for more young adults to sign up for a life changing experience.

2. WORD

	Notes to Edification Leader: The questions below are a guide. Please be free to formulate & tailor your questions according to the needs of your members. Most of all, allocate time for prayer and preparation.
Before you give a summary of the sermon, ask your CG members: What does the acronym “RuBBeR” stands for (without the vowels)? See if they are able to remember.

2. What did John’s disciples or Paul had to do in order to complete the 4-step process in the normal Christian birth?
3. In the light of the sermon, what new understandings did you receive about repentance and faith (believe)?
Application Questions (45 minutes)  

4. Using the four aspects of the new birth, focusing just on the first two, describe your “birthing” process as a new Christian. What was done well for you? What was not done well for you?
5. For the things that were not done well for you, what can you do to set them right? How can the CG help you in these?
6. As a Cell Group, ask yourselves, have you birth your new Christians properly? What can you do to ensure that?
