2005: Year of Breakthrough

Theme verse: “… No eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived what God has prepared for those who love Him” (1 Corinthians 2:9).
1 Malaysia – Deeparaya Festivities. Pray: ( God’s protection for those who are travelling. ( Muslims and Hindus to discover the love of God as they interact with God’s people. ( God would touch their lives and cause them to see the true light and Person of Jesus Christ as their Saviour and Lord.  
2 International – Relief Work. There have been a number of disasters of late. Many people are suffering and we thank God for those who have stepped forward to help those in need.  Pray:  God’s comfort for those who have suffered losses of families and livelihood. ( Believers will put God’s love into action so that people will see Christ’s love through their service. ( Protection of all relief workers as they assist those in need. ( Timely arrival of relief equipment and supplies. Aid and medical supplies will reach those who are in desperate need. 
3 Music & Worship Ministry (MWM). Praise: God’s blessing and favour for DUMC team that recently ministered in Paya Lebar Methodist Church. Pray:  Good response from DUMC members for the auditions. The ministry will be joined by those who love God, have a great passion for worship and committed to the requirements and expectations.  God's wisdom for Stephanie Ong and core team in leading the ministry and planning for next year's direction.  Worship members to be committed to their calling as worshippers - holy lives and accountability.
4 DEW Crew. Thank God for all the members and the amazing unity and fellowship amongst the Crew. Pray:  Every team leader will lead their teams faithfully and with vigour during celebrations, meets or events.  More people who are willing to serve in this ministry. 
5 Missions - Kenneth Chin & Yin Meng (KCYM), Cambodia. Praise: God for the work of the Holy Spirit during their teaching sessions to the CMS pastors and leaders. CMS pastors now purposefully working towards revival in this land with greater unity of heart and spirit. Pray:  Faith of these pastors and leaders to grow as they begin to be more focused in their prayer, to see change in their lives as well as of their churches and communities.  Khmer Language Level 2 Exam on 9 Nov:  Peace and preparation for KCYM.   KCYM teach CMS pastors on 11 Nov: Greater Spirit’s anointing and a good time of bonding and fellowship together. KCYM travel to Kampot on 15 Nov: For greater rapport with the people. God’s wisdom and favour in locating a suitable plot of land for the next CMS Centre.  Missions - Esther Ding (Cambodia). Pray:  God’s protection against theft in Baray and Phnom Penh.  God's sustenance and protection for all pastors as they travel alone to distant villages.  The Lord’s healing for the sick. God to intervene and provide sufficient water for the paddy fields. God’s protection for teams that are coming to Baray – 1 Nov: Klang Chinese Methodist, 25 Nov–3 Dec: DUMC).
6 Nepalese Ministry. Pray: ( New believers’ faith to be strengthened, mind renewed and delivered from bondages. ( Many Nepalese to be able to join the Celebration. ( Those who are serving – passion and God’s anointing in learning the language. ( The powerful visitation of the Holy Spirit and the Lord’s direction for this ministry.

7 Holiness and a Strong Inner Life. Pray:  ( Every DUMC member to respond to the call to holiness and lead a lifestyle that befits a child of God. ( Bondages to sin and strongholds be broken in Jesus’ Name. People will be fully committed to God and His Cause. ( Seriousness towards daily Quiet Time and pro-active efforts in strengthening the spiritual life through the Word of God, prayer and trainings. 
8 Malaysia – Religious freedom. Judges in the Court of Appeal announced on 19 Sep that Lina Joy, a former Muslim who converted to Christianity in the late 1980s, must apply to a Syariah court for permission to legally renounce Islam. The court claimed that she was constitutionally free to practise the religion of her choice. However, the Muslim designation on her identity card prevents her from marrying a Christian and places other restrictions on her everyday life. Article 11 of the Malaysian Federal Constitution gives every person the right to change his or her religion; but Article 3 declares Islam to be the official religion of the state. Pray: ( God will give wisdom and strengthen Lina as she awaits the final decision concerning her conversion.  ( The Lord will soften the hearts of the court judges to accept her conversion. ( There will be religious freedom in our country. ( The light and love of Christ will shine into the lives of all people of Malaysia. 
9 International – Cuba. House-church leaders in Cuba are expressing concern over new government directives that are due to come into effect soon, which require all operating house churches to register with the authorities. If registration is refused, permission can never be granted to meet in that home. The legislation also restricts the number of house churches within a particular area and requires detailed reporting of all services and those in attendance. House churches failing to comply will be closed down and face fines up to a sum equivalent to 50 months' wages. Give thanks and praise to God for His faithful followers in Cuba and for the revival of faith that is happening in their country. Pray: God will give wisdom to church leaders who attempt to register and as they make plans for the future of their fellowships. ( The Lord will continue to grow His church in Cuba and freedom of expression of worship. ( Cuban believers will share with their fellow countrymen their hope in Christ in greater boldness. ( Top leadership to come to know Jesus.
10 CES – Drug Rehabilitation Centre (DRC). Praise: The team of intercessors who visits and prays together with the occupants on a monthly basis. Pray: ( Each of the six brothers will totally surrender their lives to God and walk in holiness. ( God’s favour towards brother D’s court case. ( Staff team to be fully committed to the ministry and united in their efforts to set godly examples to these brothers. 
11 Punctuation Ministry. Praise God for those serving in the Christmas Campaign. Pray: ( Divine inspiration for Chow Hung Lan, Reuben Arthur and Steve Leong on the creative aspects of the production. ( Full commitment and unity in the cast and all involved. ( Lives to be transformed for those serving in this production. ( Rehearsals to be conducted smoothly and punctually.  
12 Missions – Sereen Koh (HK/Macau). Praise: Settling back into HK. Pray: ( Wisdom and discernment in counselling the spiritually weak. ( Regular attendance for the Saturday children’s cell group. Against any hindrance by the enemy in their coming. ( God’s strength and healing power over her aching muscles and bones. ( Her mum’s health and on-going care. Her brother, his wife and day carer to have patience and grace to look after her. ( Indian carer’s salvation. 

13 School Holidays – Children and Youth. Pray: ( Children and youth will spend productive time during the year-end school holidays. ( They will seek to spend time with the Lord and balance their time properly – for studies, beneficial fellowship and time with family. ( All church programmes for youth and children will be effective and successful in teaching the Word of God and building a strong foundation in their lives. ( Journey mercies and an encounter with the Lord for those who are going to camps, conferences, concerts, and on mission trips and holidays – locally or abroad. ( Parents to spend more time with their children.
14 Dream Centre. Thank God for the amount raised for the Dream Centre so far. Pray: ( Building Task Force in drawing up designs for the renovation of the Dream Centre. ( Favour from the authorities and the vendor as the building process begins in due time. ( The church to catch the Lord’s vision and all the possibilities that God could use us through this Centre to bless the community, the nation and the nations of the world. ( By faith church to believe and accompanied by action in raising RM25 million by the end of the year. 
15 Malaysia – Police & Military Personnel.  Thank God for the freedom and peace in our land. Pray: Unity and co-operation among the nation’s security forces to ensure continued peace and stability.   God's guidance and wisdom over the leadership of the Police and Military Chiefs. Against all form of malpractices and corruptions from the lowest to highest ranks.  God's blessings and favour on them and their families.  Their loyalty and service will be towards the nation and to uphold sovereignty of the land.

16  International – Mauritius. Pray:  Many Christians, who are of French origin, will be Spirit-filled to preach the gospel to various communities on this island country.  God's protection over all believers and to raise their faith to pray and claim revival for their land   Spiritual breakthrough against animism and occult practices and as people accept Jesus, they will be set free from all such bondages.  Against poverty because there is a widening disparity between the rich and the poor.  God will open the eyes of the rich who are predominantly Christians to be generous and reach out to the poor. Church will teach the truth of the gospel and demonstrate it with power.
17 CES – New Village Ministry, Kg Cempaka (KC). Pray:  Better response from community children for the 2006 registration.  Opportunities to connect with the Kg Cempaka squatter families who have shifted to Kota Damansara.  Excitement and commitment for Violet and Pei Pei as they take up the gift shop ministry. More teachers and helpers for 2006.  Partnership from more cell groups in organising activities for this community. More activities with the Chinese Church so that strategic partnership can be established to reach this community. Individuals or groups to provide regular transportation for KC children to attend Children’s Church and other church activities.
18 Floodgates. Pray: ( Timely production of the newsletter. ( Many church members will be excited to share and testify of God’s goodness in their lives. ( Those serving to see how God is using them as channels of blessing to the readers. ( Salvation for readers who do not know Jesus. ( Encouragement to readers to live their lives more meaningfully and purposefully for the Lord through the testimonies, sharing and teachings in Floodgates.

19 Missions – Leong Sang Tow (Great Commission Institute or GCI). Pray: ( God’s protection for the GCI team and their families at home as they travel to Asian countries to conduct training and equip church planters. ( Good health and God’s strength as he travels each month to minister and train the church planters in the assigned countries. ( He shall be travelling to Indonesia on the 3rd week of Nov. God’s favour on him and blessings upon those whom he encounters on this journey. 
20 Prison Ministry. Pray: ( Fast and speedy approval for new applications for visitation. ( God's anointing, unction and wisdom for those in the ministry to avoid ‘burn-out’. ( Leave approval for those who are preaching on weekdays. ( Ministry members from DUMC and other Christian organisations be able to meet up for quarterly debriefings. 
21 Foreign Students. Pray: ( More persons will reach out to the foreign students who have been sent by God to us here in Malaysia. ( Local churches will intentionally build up and assimilate foreign students into their churches. ( Foreign students to find acceptance in our Malaysian community and discover the truth about Jesus as they hear testimonies of His love from Christians. ( The Lord’s favour on DUMC’s International Student Ministry (ISM) and our members’ support in serving them. 
22 Malaysia – Unity and harmony. Praise: Peace and prosperity. A time to reflect and to give thanks to God for racial harmony and unity in Malaysia. Pray: ( Christians will not take for granted the peace we enjoy and will continue to pray for people groups who are marginalised in the country. ( All races will live in peace with one another and be considerate to one another. ( Every Malaysian will come to know the saving grace of Jesus and to worship Him as Saviour and Lord. 

23 The Unreached People Group – Iranians. Missionary activity is strictly forbidden and a decision to follow Jesus can have grave consequences. Despite this, God is building His Kingdom in Iran through house churches. Pray: ( Iranians who are disillusioned with Islamic teachings will find the Way, Truth and the Life in Jesus Christ. ( The Shi’ite Muslims leaders to find the Prince of Peace and to stop the hatred and violence against Christians. ( A spirit of love, encouragement and perseverance for the persecuted Iranian Christians. ( Church’s effectiveness in distribution of Christian literatures and personal evangelism in Iran. 
24 Intercessory and Prayer Ministry. Praise: A fruitful Tanjung Piai trip to pray for Malaysia and the Asia Continent.  Pray: ( DUMC will catch the spirit of intercession for our nation and the nations in Asia. ( More persons will respond to the call to intercede for the countries in the 10/40 Window. ( Cell prayer logs will include a prayer item for Malaysia and more cell groups to adopt and pray regularly for an unreached people group.  
25 DUMC Church Staff. Praise God for all their efforts in supporting the church. Pray: ( Their service to the saints and that their work will be a fragrant incense to the Lord. ( God’s favour on them and their families. ( He will grant greater satisfaction in their work (Col. 3:23), as their serving is an act of worship to the Lord. ( Breakthroughs in their lives as they honour the Lord.

26 KL Wong & SF Chin (KLSF) – Missionary Interns to Thailand. Pray: ( Against the spiritual stronghold of Thailand. ( Spiritual keys and strategies to be revealed. ( Raising of prayer supporters for KLSF and Thailand. ( Networking for further ministry. ( God’s continual work and protection over the whole family. ( Family reunion/farewells before KLSF depart to Thailand. ( KLSF and their children’s (Sarah & Seth) preparation for school in Thailand. ( Wisdom and guidance as KLSF undergo final groundwork to settle issues pertaining to their home, car, visa and other preparations before they embark to Thailand. 
27 Bahasa Ministry. Pray: ( Maids of various backgrounds and nationalities will come to know the Truth of Jesus. ( Wisdom and words from the Lord to share with them about the Christian faith and to encourage them in strong discipleship. ( Believers to grow in their walk with their Maker. ( Preachers to speak forth His words that will touch hearts and change lives. ( Worship that is filled with thanksgiving and adoration of the Lord as led by the Spirit. 
28 Young Adults (YA): Workplace. Nowadays, young adults work late hours and many have been overworked. Pray: ( Employers will be fair to their staff in granting adequate time for rest and recreation. ( Christian YAs’ boldness in making a stand in their workplace to honour God and cell meetings their priority. ( Mature Christians in the workplace to mentor and guide YAs to maintain godly standards and conduct based on the Word of God.
29 Khmer Life (KL) income-generation project for Cambodia. Pray: ( God will send His angels to encamp around KL so that there will be no more break-ins. ( God’s protection for Esther Ding and all staff who are staying in KL, Phnom Penh. Wisdom for them to take concerted efforts to beef up security. ( The fear of the Lord to be on all enemies who want to steal and plunder. ( Cambodians to know that Khmer Life is a Ministry meant to bless them and to provide job opportunities for all.  ( Staff will have the peace of mind and to stay focus on Jesus as their Provider and Protector. 
30 Khmer Life (Malaysia). Praise: His providence and blessings for good sales. Pray: ( KL will continue to bless our hosts and encourage more people to go to the mission fields. ( More will be inspired and stirred to be involved in missionary work. ( May the Lord anoint all workers who are partnering in this income-generating project to share passionately the love of Christ wherever they go. ( Holy Spirit’s wisdom, inspiration and direction for KL business plan 2006. ( The Lord will steer the ministry to be more dynamic and proactive in marketing and towards creative ideas for new innovative products for 2006.
