Discover & Understanding Questions
Edification Leader: Please use the D & U questions as part of your discussion. Do not launch straight into the A questions. We want to help our members open the Scriptures to examine for themselves some truths about faith. Our concern is that we can focus our discussion on applications without even referring much to the Bible. Spend about 15 minutes on D & U. 
Therefore as the Edification Leader, you will need to spend some preparation time to study the Word for yourself so that you can hold the D & U discussion and provide some solid teaching to your members. If you think you can structure the DUA questions better, by all means go ahead.
Scripture: Hebrews 11:1, 8-22

Background reading: Genesis 12-25

1. Read through Hebrews 11 and pick out the names of the heroes of faith.

Do you know what each did to deserve a mention in this chapter?

(40 verses in total. The figures in brackets are the total number of verses written about each person. You would need to do some basic Bible study homework to find out what each person did to warrant a mention.)

Abel (1), Enoch (1), Noah (1), Abraham (12), Isaac (1), Jacob (1), Joseph (1), Moses (5), Rahab (1), Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, David, Samuel (1)

2. What did Abraham do to receive commendations about his faith? Describe some key events (also from Genesis if you have done some reading homework) and how it is related to faith.

3. What was his call in relevance to present day Christianity?

(Everything points towards Christ. Galatians 3:6-9)

Application Questions

(Faith definition: Hebrews 11:1)

1. Was there a time in your Christian life where you were challenged:

a. To leap by faith into something you sense God is calling you to but you are not entirely sure what to expect at the end?

b. To wait patiently for an answer from God?

c. To give up certain things, materials, comforts, time or even of yourself in your journey as a disciple of Christ?

How have these build your faith in God?

2. How were you trained, since becoming a Christian, in the whole area of faith?

If you are a parent, how are you training your children in this area?

3. Discuss this statement on its validity: My life at the moment is too comfortable or easy going that there is no real requirement for me to exercise faith in many areas of my life, including finance, career, health and ministry.
