Scripture Passage: Judges 6:11-17, 34

· Do a THREE-MINUTE SUMMARY of the sermon highlighting KEY POINTS

Discovery Questions 
(The answers to these questions lie in the text itself or the immediate context)
a) What is the historical setting for the recorded conversation?

b) How many years had the Israelites suffered?

c) What was the reason for their suffering?

d) Was the reason made known to the Israelites?

e) Where was the conversation taking place?

Understanding Questions
(Some interpretation necessary)
a) Why was Gideon threshing wheat at the winepress? Was he doing it there, merely because of fear? What other motivation may he be “feeling” or having?

b) In v., - Gideon’s response - what part of the “greeting” was Gideon responding to? What might be some reasons why he responded that way? Why did he NOT take issue with him being addressed as “mighty warrior”.
Application: Questions for discussion (40 minutes)

· JOURNALING: 
(1) Get cell members to get out their journals.
(2) Make the Application questions available to them. Either photocopy or read it out to them, to copy into their journals.
(3) Pause for FIVE MINUTES. Encourage everyone to PONDER and WRITE down their responses in their journals.
· AFTER journaling, encourage every person to share their thoughts on the following questions.

· Remind cell members that “Truth alone does not change lives. TRUTH APPLIED TRANSFORMS LIVES”.

1.      Describe how you presently view yourself. Do you perceive yourself as someone with whom God is, and as someone who truly is a mighty warrior? Or do you perceive yourself based on the opinions of others, your past, and/or present difficulty and struggle? What has been the result of this perception (right or wrong) on your life and the call of God on you?
2.   What would hinder you from trusting God and stepping out in faith in obedience to His call on your life even if the mission looks so impossible and the situation looks hopeless?
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
