1. WORKS (20 minutes)

a) Pray for each other

· Gal 6:2 “Carry each other’s burdens, and in this way you will fulfil the law of Christ”

· Take time to check if members have needs that the cell could pray for. Pair up to share and pray, if necessary.

b) Encourage participation in Community Development & Transformation Conference on 22 July, 7.30 am – 2.45 pm at DSP. Speakers: Rev CB Samuel & Mr James Nayagam. 
· Check who has signed up. Plan to sit together.

· Encourage those who have not signed up, to sign up (even if it means on Saturday morning itself)

c) Strongly encourage your cell members to participate in the 40-day iF Prayer Campaign. 

· Encourage members to get the booklet on the weekend, if they do not have it yet.

· Don’t start with a half-hour daily prayer! Just 4-minutes - to read thru one page of the booklet (2 minutes) and then pray thru the prayer points (2 minutes).

d) OIKOS focus

· Prepare to create a prayer poster, listing down the names of your cell oikos. Assign someone to get a manila cardboard to bring to cell NEXT WEEK.
· Get cell members to begin listing down up to 10 names of oikos friends – this will go into the prayer poster. Spend a minute praying for your oikos, as a cell.
· NEXT WEEK, you will write or draw up the prayer poster, putting on the manila cardboard the names of the cell oikos.

· Do a THREE-MINUTE SUMMARY of the sermon highlighting KEY POINTS

Discovery & Understanding Questions (10 minutes)

Read Php 4:10-23.

a) What were Paul’s circumstances at the time (Php 1:13-14)? How do you think Paul discovered the “secret of contentment” while in prison: By reading the OT? By writing a lot of the NT? By going to the temple everyday? By getting what he wanted? By graduating from the School of Hard Knocks at the University of Adversity?
b) What could have changed Paul’s ability to provide for his own needs (see Acts 18:3; 1 The 2:5-12) so that he was now in need of help from others?
Application: Questions for discussion (40 minutes)

· JOURNALING: 
(1) Get cell members to get out their journals.
(2) Make the Application questions available to them. Either photocopy or read it out to them, to copy into their journals.
(3) Pause for FIVE MINUTES. Encourage everyone to PONDER and WRITE down their responses in their journals.
· AFTER journaling, encourage every person to share their thoughts on the following questions.

· Remind cell members that “Truth alone does not change lives. TRUTH APPLIED TRANSFORMS LIVES”.

c) Have you faced any situation of need in your life?  How did you handle it?  What can you learn from Paul’s secret of contentment even in the midst of negative circumstances (Phil. 4:11, 12)?

d) How have you seen your gifts that you have given in support of God’s work?  How do you see your gifts now in the light of Phil. 4:17, 18?  How can you be a better giver or receiver?
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
