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WORKS
1. There are many people (your loved ones, your clients, your suppliers, your colleagues….some you had good conversation, some have been difficult) you have been in contact with last week. Take some time to think of these people. Ask the Holy Spirit to give you understanding so that you can spend time to give thanks, intercede for them and for yourself.

2. Break into groups of two…instead of sharing, launch into seeking the face of the Lord for these people. “if my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and will forgive their sins and will heal their land.” 2 Chro 7:14

3. We are now entering the SECOND half of 2006, how have we grown in our relationship with Jesus? Are we having Personal Revival? Do we ask the Lord to lead us to Divine Appointments? What about us being not just hearers of the Word but doers also…Yes…let’s have Active Obedience!

Discovery & Understanding Questions (Scripture Text: Phil 3:1-11)
1. Phil 3:4-6 is Paul’s description of his younger days. After reading that passage, how would you describe his younger days?
2. Just by that description, would you think there is a profound drivenness in him…as if he were out to prove something? That can speak of us too, can’t it?

3. Several clues show that Paul probably was.

…….His birth place…….Paul was born outside of Palestine, in Tarsus, rather than in Judea.
How do you think this would affect Paul (or rather Saul)?

4. Saul (later became Paul) devoted his life to intense study of the law (V5b), he also attacked Christians with unusual vengeance (Acts 8:3, Acts 9:1-2). Perhaps it all added up to an intense desire to be accepted by the Jewish society in Jerusalem……could this be Saul’s way to go all out to prove something….such intense and profound drivenness?
5. Phil 3:7-14 shows how Paul takes a very solemn stock of his life….

What are the things that he has done that counts? 
What are the things that he has done that doesn’t?
Questions for discussion

1. What were you proud about or would even brag about before you came to know the Lord Jesus Christ?  How do you view this now as a Christian?  Did you repent from it or what did you do about it?

2. Share in what ways gaining Christ is the best thing to have happened in your life.  What are you doing specifically each day or each week now in order that you may know Christ and experience the power of His resurrection?
