Population: 1,500 (est.). 
Religions: Christian 7%, Buddhists 3%, Muslims 1%, Ethnic religion (Animism/Folk religion/Others) 89%.
Also known as “proto-Malays”, live a nomadic lifestyle. They are mainly roaming farmers, hunters and traders. Like the other Orang Asli (OA) people groups in Malaysia, the Jakuns have been faced with many societal, moral and conversion issues.

· Ask the LORD to intervene and help them in poverty. Many children and youths are forced to leave their studies to find employment because of poverty in some families.

· More mission teams will be sent to minister and share the Good News with and minister to them.
