Note for Word-leader: The Word of God is our Spiritual Food. Let’s see the way Job describes it “I have not departed from the commandment of His lips; I have treasured the words of His mouth more than my necessary food.” Job 23:12

Discovery and Understanding Questions: 

Scriptural Text: Matt 9:35-38
1. Read Matt 9:35, when you read about Jesus going through all the towns and the villages, what is that picture to you? Do you know where these towns and villages are?
Popular opinion frequently regards the Bible in general and ministry of Jesus in particular in rural terms. But if you look at Palestine in Jesus’ day, it was undergoing rapid urban development. It’s population of around 2.5-3 million people lived in numerous preindustrial cities and towns that revolved around Jerusalem, the hub of the region.
So, as Jesus carried out His ministry, He focused on the urban centres of Palestine ( Matt 9:35, 11:1; Luke 4:43; 13:22 ) and visited Jerusalem at least 3 times. This brought him into contact with a great number and wide variety of people- women, soldiers, religious leaders, the rich, merchants,tax collectors, Gentiles, prostitues, beggars and the poor.These He attracted in large crowds as He visited each city.

Our Master’s urban strategy established a model for His disciples and the early church to follow. When He sent the disciples on preaching tours, He directed them toward cities.( Matt 10:5, 11-14: Luke 10:1, 8-16 ).
