Discovery and Understanding Questions: 
Note: 
Edification-leaders, the questions below are for us to work through for ourselves and to discover much more of the treasures lay before us in scriptures. It is not to limit us in the understanding of the scriptures. 
”The Word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.” (Hebrews 4:12)

Scriptural Text: Luke 5:1-11
(Pick and choose the relevant questions for your discussion.)

1. Take a look at a map of Israel and see where Lake of Gennesaret is. Another name for this lake is the Sea of Galilee. The lake is about 20 km long and 6 to 12 km wide. Ask someone who enjoys reading to read the passage aloud-and dramatically. Everyone else should follow along and notice as much as they can about the scene.

2. Why do you think Jesus gets into the boat? (Open water is a natural amplifier for sound.)
3. In verse 4, if you were Simon, how would you be feeling? What would be on your mind? Consider what Jesus says to him in verse 4. What difficulties would an experienced fisherman have with this suggestion? (Night is often the best time for fishing and shallow areas are the best places.) What do you notice in Simon's response in verse 5? What feelings and conflicts is Peter expressing?

4. What is Simon's reaction in verse 8? Is this what you would expect? Why do you think he says he is a sinful man? What does his response say about who Jesus is? What does this say about who we are?

5. From verse 10 & 11, does Jesus require ALL his disciples to leave everything? If not, why not? If so, in what sense?

Application questions
1. Rate your level of satisfaction with your work or studies. (1 - extremely unsatisfied to 10 – extremely satisfied). Why do you pick that number? Share your reasons. What criteria would you use to gauge a high level of satisfaction for your work?

2. How can you "take Christ to work with you"? Is that really possible? Explain.

3. Your work can be worship. What kinds of things would need to change in your attitude or perspective to make your work an act of worship?
