The Unreached People Groups – Magar, Nepal

Magar population: 1,966,000 (source: Joshua Project); Population of Nepal: 27,676,547

Religion: Hinduism ~74.29%, Buddhism ~24.52%, Christianity ~0.77%.

Nepal is a small nation located along the southern part of the Himalayas, between India and China. It is home to approximately 400 ethnic groups who speak many different languages and have a wide variety of religious beliefs. The Magar are one of the oldest known tribes in Nepal. Like other Magar groups, Hinduism has great influence. Many worship the three major Hindu gods: Brahma (creator of the universe), Vishnu (protector and preserver of the worlds), and Shiva (the destroyer), as well as a host of other deities.

Pray for:
A. The Magar People 

· Take authority over the spiritual principalities and powers that have kept them bound for many generations. 

· The Lord will reveal Himself to them through dreams and visions. The Holy Spirit to open the hearts of Nepali government leaders to the gospel. 

· Opportunities for the Magar believers to share the gospel with their own people. 
· Revival and breakthroughs in the lives of believers and for life transformation. That they will be strong disciples – built up and grounded firmly on God’s Word. Pray that the children, youths and adults will be drawn to Jesus and touched by the Holy Spirit.
· More labourers thrust into Nepal. Prayer teams will be raised and begin breaking up the soil through worship and intercession. Ask the Lord to raise up strong local churches among them as they become the light houses for their nation.
