2 Missions - Sereen Koh – Missionary to HK/Macau. Pray:  Quality time spent during Chinese New Year period with family members in Malaysia.  3rd brother and wife’s marriage relationship to improve.  Kei Po Church events in February to intercede for: Mission Sunday Prayer meeting focus: Japan (5 Feb); Sports Day (12 Feb), Street Evangelism (26 Feb).
3 Children's Church (CC).  Pray:  Good response from the congregation to the leaders/helpers recruitment drive in February.  New teaching series "Power of Prayer" which starts in Feb to be powerful and effective.  Each Children Leader to have at least one children prayer partner by the end of February (recruitment to be done by Pr Jennifer).   A refreshing time in CC’s monthly prayer fellowship on the last Saturday of the month.

Praise God for granting DUMC the privilege of conducting some of the key sessions at the maiden cell church conference hosted by Paya Lebar Methodist Church in Singapore. Pray: ( PLMC members will be excited to sign up for the Cell Church Conference and will look forward to the conference in March. ( DUMC speakers and pastors to be prepared to conduct the various sessions.
