2006: Year of Building Faith

Theme verse:  “Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.” (Heb.11:1)
20 International – Kenya. There is a serious famine situation in north-east Kenya where Christians
are a minority and likely to be overlooked in aid distribution. The Kenyan government estimates that 3.5 million people including 500,000 young children face hunger and possible starvation in 25 districts. The situation has been caused by poor rains over recent months.  Experience in other countries shows that Christian minorities in Muslim areas tend to suffer disproportionately in any natural disaster. Pray:  ( God’s mercy upon those in the famine areas of Kenya, the Horn of Africa and Tanzania so that help will reach them in time. ( Remember in particular Christian minorities in Muslim-majority famine areas who are fearful that they will be excluded from general aid distribution. ( As aid through local Christian groups provide the most cost-effective and accountable assistance to the neediest Christians in times of disaster, ask that the LORD to send more Christian aid organizations to meet the needs of those affected. ( The Mar-Apr rains will come on time and for a good harvest later in the year. 
21 CES – Day Training Centre, (DTC). Pray: ( Strength, wisdom and creativity for all of God’s servants serving in this ministry. ( God’s protection over CO who is exhibiting challenging behaviours and healing mercies for LCD who had just undergone an operation. 
22 Mentoring Culture. Pray: ( Mature Christians to allocate time and resources to help mentor younger Christians in the faith. ( A mentoring and discipleship culture to take root in DUMC. ( Capable leaders to be raised through this mentoring process. ( Lifelong relationships formed and deeper connectivity between those who are mentoring and those who are being mentored. ( God’s grace and blessing upon those who are attending the Million Leaders Mandate classes. 
23 DUMC Training Department: Praise: Thank God for DUMC members’ commitment and willingness to learn by signing up for the various School of Leadership (SOL) courses, seminars and conferences throughout the year. The recent New Life’s Class had a record attendance! Pray: ( More cell members will be motivated to complete their SOL (Level 1/Level 2) by end-2006. ( Course participants will put into practice what they have learned from these courses – it will not only be head knowledge but heart knowledge as well. ( Greater passion to build up one’s spiritual walk in the LORD.
24 Missions – Kian Leong/Su Foong/Sarah/Seth (KLSFSS) – Missionaries for Thailand. Praise: ( Settling in fast and good health. ( Protection in the midst of spiritual warfare. ( The children have found 4 new friends. Pray: ( KLSFSS for Language Learning – to be able to learn, absorb & practice well. ( Family relationship – to be strong and understanding, to live in the grace of God and for good health & protection at all times. ( Open doors & networking in student ministry in one of the universities. Better interaction with them. ( KLSFSS for opportunity to connect with locals and learn from them especially from a particular nearby village. ( Alertness in mind as spirit as they conduct city spiritual mapping & when breaking down strongholds in the spiritual realm through prayer. 
25 Young Adults (YAs): Singles – Life Partner. In the search for life partner’s, YAs are increasingly faced with pressures to compromise and marry non-Christians. Pray: ( YAs will seek to love God first and reject the notion of marrying a non-Christian. ( YAs to enjoy their singlehood and to take this time to focus on serving the LORD. ( The marriage covenant is made in the LORD. YAs to realise this and to allow Him the liberty in determining the best choice for our future spouse in His time. ( YAs to seek training, counsel and read books on Christian dating and marriage to discover God’s will for the union between man and woman. 
26 Malaysia – Rising crime rate and the police force. Crime is on the rise – from snatch thefts to organized armed robbery – as criminals become more daring. The police force and RELA have also been embroiled in a number of embarrassing cases that have undermined their credibility. Pray: ( The public to be more vigilant and be wise in their daily routine and not take unnecessary risks. ( Malaysians to help fellow Malaysians who are crime victims, especially those who have been injured at the crime scene. ( Christians will be watchful but not fearful and to trust in God to protect them daily. ( Wisdom and protection for the police force as they combat crime. ( The black sheep of the police force and RELA to be nabbed and be removed to restore public confidence.

27 International – Brunei. Christians in Brunei are experiencing increased measures to inhibit their religious freedom. Although the constitution permits religious freedom, the government's intention is to introduce Syariah (Islamic law) and to create a pure Islamic state. Limitations on Christian activities are widespread – evangelism is not permitted, Bibles and other Christian literature are not allowed into the country, the use of private homes as places of worship is forbidden, and the celebration of Christmas is banned. Pray: ( Christians in Brunei will not be intimidated by authorities but will continue to be bold in their faith. ( Greater courage, confidence and hope within the minority Christian community. God would give them courage in the face of adversity so that they can stand together in declaring that Jesus is LORD over the nation.  ( Jesus Christ will be made known in the midst of ethnic tensions and diversity to all people groups in Brunei. 
28 CES – Social Club (SC). Pray: ( All helpers will serve fervently and joyously. ( Protection for the clients as they participate in the activities planned. ( Wisdom and alertness in helpers when dealing with challenging situations.
29 Prison Ministry. Pray: ( New list of applicants from DUMC as volunteers can be submitted in time so that members can participate in visiting the prisons. The list was not submitted late last year because the number of applicants was too small. ( More willing hearts to serve in this challenging ministry. And yet, when lives are changed, it is no less rewarding! ( Those who are scheduled to visit missions will not be hindered from ministering and preaching at their appointed time. This will prevent inmates from backsliding in their faith. 
30 Paya Lebar Methodist Church (PLMC) 1st Cell Church Conference, Singapore. Praise God for granting DUMC the privilege of conducting some of the key sessions at the maiden cell church conference hosted by Paya Lebar Methodist Church in Singapore from 31 Mar-2 Apr. Pray: ( PLMC members will understand the Cell Church concept and be actively involved in joining cell groups. ( Good working relationship between the different coordinators. ( DUMC speakers and pastors to be prepared to conduct the various sessions. ( Revival in PLMC - relationships in the church to be strengthened. 
31 Khmer Life (Malaysia): An income generating program of CMS in Cambodia. Praise: ( Good time of refreshing during the CNY holidays. Pray: ( The Lord’s blessing for new business opportunities and outlets to take Khmer Life products to as many churches as possible. ( God to provide a dedicated and committed Quality Controller in Cambodia to help fellow Cambodians to produce quality products. Fellow Cambodians will have the desire to achieve a standard of excellence. ( To have good teamwork and partnership with Khmer Life Cambodia to share the same vision ito provide job opportunities for Cambodians.
