Christmas Ice Breakers  

1 
Title: Christmas Balloon Pop  
Time limit: 10 mins 
Materials: Slips of paper, red and green balloons, cassette or CD player and 
music  

Instructions:  
1. Write the names of a few popular Christmas carols on slips of paper. You may write one 

carol on 3 slips.  
2. Place one slip inside each of a number of red or green balloons and distribute them to 

the group. 
3. Have them blow up the balloons and tie the ends 
4. As you begin playing music, they must hit the balloons up in the air and keep them there. 

When the music stops, each person grabs a balloon, pops it, and retrieves the slip of 
paper inside.  

5. They must then sing the carol written on their slip of paper while finding everyone else in 
the room singing the same song. 

6. Have them introduce themselves to each other in the group. 
7. Alternate version : Upon entering, everyone is given a slip of paper with a Christmas 

carol written on it. If for example, you want to form 4 groups, there will be 4 sets of slips, 
each slip with only one of the 4 Christmas carols written on it.

Instructions 
1. Divide the people into two teams 
2. Distribute newspapers to the members of each team 
3. Crush up the pieces of paper into ball size to represent snowballs 
4. Erect a barrier between the teams using a bed sheet held at both ends by the two 

members 
5. At the signal ‘Go’, the members on each side of the barrier will throw all the crushed 

paper balls over to the other side 
6. At the end of one minute, the group which has the least number of paper balls on their 

side wins 
7. Repeat the game 1-2 times to decide on the winner

Title:  Backward Spelling  
Time limit: 5 mins 
Materials: A prize for the winning group 
 

Instructions  
1. Divide the people into 3 groups or more 
2. Each group selects 3 representatives and sends them one at a time to the middle of the 

room 
3. Choose a number of well-known words related to Christmas, limiting them to not more than 

6 or 8 letters in each word (or words that are not too complex or foreign) 
4. Have the representatives to spell the word at the signal ‘Go’ 
5. E.g. When the word “Christmas is given, the winner would have spelt it as ‘s-a-m-t-s-i-r-h-c’ 
6. A token prize to be awarded to the winning group

Title: Christmas Star Puzzle  
Time limit: 10 mins 
Materials: Envelopes, cut up pieces of the Printabl e Star Puzzle (Worksheet 2)  

Instructions:  
1. Use the printable star as a pattern to create as many puzzles as you'd like to use for your 

party (one per person or one per team). Be sure to use the printable star only as a pattern. 
You don't want to have the black lines showing on the puzzle (that would take away the 
challenge).  

2. Cut out one star per person or team and put the pieces for each star in an envelope (one 
envelops per star).  

3. Pass out the envelopes and let the assembly begin. 
You may want to have a picture of the completed star handy in case no one can figure out 
how to put the star together.  The first team or person to put the puzzle together WINS!  

Variation:  Don't tell your guests what the puzzle is supposed to be unless it becomes 
absolutely necessary. Cut the puzzle out of unusual colors to make the guessing even more 
difficult.

Title: Christmas Bingo  
Time limit: 15 minutes 
Materials: White papers, pens, list of 35-40 true or false questions relating to 
Christmas. 
 

Instructions  
1. This game is a variation of the regular Bingo game. Give all your guests a piece of paper 

with a grid of 5x5 boxes.  
2. Ask them to randomly write numbers from 1 – 25. At the top of the grid, ask them to write 

the word J-E-S-U-S. The objective is to cross of one letter at a time by forming 5 straight 
rows the Bingo grid. 

3. The game begins with a player (e.g. Player A) selecting a random number (eg. #5), 
which corresponds to a true or false question (question #5) on the game master’s list.  

4. The game master then asks the question, and if Player A answers correctly, he gets to 
cross off #5 in his bingo box. However, if he answers wrongly, he does not get to cross 
the number off his bingo box. (The other players in the game get to cross off #5 
regardless of whether Player A answers correctly or wrongly). 

5. The game continues with each one taking turns to select a number and answer a 
question to cross off numbers in their bingo box. 

6. The winner is the one who crosses off 5 straight rows of numbers and crosses off the 
word J-E-S-U-S. 

 
Note: The cell leader or game master needs to prepare a list of at least 35 - 40 ‘true or false 
questions’. Examples of questions:  
“Joshua and Mary are the name of Jesus’ parents’. True or false? (Answer: False) 
Rudolph is a reindeer. True or False? (Answer: True)

Sharing Script For Cell Leader or Home E Coordinato r  
What do you think is the spirit behind what the world is promoting during Christmas, apart from the 
commercialism? 
One of the things that make Christmas special is the spirit of giving. When we were children, we 
can’t wait to choose our gifts, wrapped them nicely and claim them under the beautifully decorated 
Christmas tree during the Christmas party. Thereafter, open them up with great excitement and 
anticipation. That’s the spirit of receiving. As we grow up, we learn the spirit of giving - giving the 
best surprise, the best gift, the best food, best party to people matters to us during Christmas. And 
that simple gesture of gift symbolizes the gifts of love. Many of us practice the exchange of gifts. It 
symbolizes just that – spirit of giving and we do it to our friends, our family and our loved ones. 
 
Pause & Think - What was the greatest gift you had ever received and given to someone for 
Christmas? What does it mean to you?  
 
The true meaning of Christmas stems from the glorious celebration of the birth of a wonderful 
Saviour who came to the earth 2000 years ago. The series of events that followed change the 
human history and all our lives 
 
Let’s take a quick trip back 2000 years ago and see what happened there….. 
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Scripture: Refer to Matthew 1:18-2:12; Luke 2:1- 20  
 
Quiz:  
1. Where do you think was this place?  
Answer: Town of Bethlehem 
2. What was the focus of that night?  
Answer: The baby Jesus 
3. Where was Jesus born? 
Answer: In the manger (small wooden box used to hold hay as feeding for horses and cattle) 
3. Who were the people in the picture?  
Answer: The King Herod, the 3 Wisemen, the shepherds 
4. What do they do?  
Answer:  
The King Herod: The King that plotted to scout for Jesus and kill Him 
The 3 wisemen: 3 astrologers (Wisemen of the East from Persia, Babylonia and Arabia) who went look for 

Jesus as led by the star. They brought expensive gifts such as gold, frankincense and myrrh 
and laid them before the manger 

Shepherds: Angel of the Lord appeared to them and spoke to them to go look for Christ the Lord at the 
manger. So, they went look for Jesus in excitement 

  
 

Closing  What is it about this manger? What is so special about this manger that drew the attention 
of young lovers, royalty, astrologers, cosmic body, celestial beings and simpletons? 
  
The truth is, the manger is only a manger ... a wooden box filled with hay. There are probably a 
hundreds and thousands of such in Bethlehem. It is simply an unattractive, ordinary and plain box. 
On that night, what made this manger glowed with attraction was what was inside the manger. It 
was a little baby ... baby Jesus. An ordinary box became extraordinary because of who that was 
inside that box. The manger, that night was transformed into a cradle of LIFE.  
  
As Christians, we celebrate Christmas with spirit of joy and celebration, together with the Body of 
Christ/ Church Family. To us, it is special because it is the celebration of the best GIFT that God 
had given us – JESUS. 
 
Friends, our lives are very much like this box - ordinary, simple and unnoticeable... sometimes even 
unattractive and unexciting. Yet the most ordinary thing in life becomes extraordinary when we have 
Jesus inside us - that is what makes each of us here special. 
 
Option 1 (pre-preparation is needed):  
I’d like to invite __________ (cell members) to share in a few minutes what does Christmas and 
Jesus mean to him/ her 
 
We hope you have a better understanding of the real meaning of Christmas and how it matters to us 
as believer of Jesus Christ. We’d like to thank you once again for coming tonight and celebrating 
this meaningful and joyous occasion with us. We hope you are enjoying the fun, food and fellowship 
with our cell members.  
 
As we draw to an end tonight, we’d like to share this beautiful song to all of you – WE ARE THE 
REASON 
 
Play the song – We are the reason (by Avalon) 
 
Yes, indeed, we are the reason that Jesus came 2000 years ago and that’s the best gift we can 
receive from God in Heaven. You can receive Jesus too into your life and your heart this special 
day. You can speak to any of our cell members after this. And we’d like to present you a small little 
gift in this spirit of giving. May you take home this spirit tonight and remember the many out there 
whom we can give to this season. 
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(Cell group members to present a small gift to all visitors/ oikos (prepare small gifts before cell))

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Countdown to All I Want for Christmas 2009 – 4 to 5  weeks 
(This is done during the 4th W – Works during CG) 
 
Week Works activities  
Nov  Week 1 (20 
mins) 
 

1. Set a date for your CG Christmas Home-e in the month of December.  
2. Lead the CG in prayer and ask God to reveal names of pre-believing 

friends in our lives. They could be Type-A or B. It doesn’t matter.  
3. Then, write their names down in “Our Oikos List”. You could write it on 

a mahjong paper for all the names revealed to your cell members and 
then pray for all the names.  

4. Cell Leader and CORE: Share with CG members “WHY?” do we do a 
cell based-harvest event. Address the issue of ‘heart’, not the program 
- do we believe and trust God for the pre-believing friends we are 
praying for?  

5. Encourage your cell members to start inviting the oikos(es). 
6. Have them go back and think what food and refreshment they like to 

contribute.  
7. Extra and optional: You can design your own CG invitation card.  

 
Nov Week 2 (20 
mins) 

1. Share the importance of Personal Testimony and how to prepare a 
personal testimony. 

2. Cell leader to lead by doing a 1-minute demonstration. 
3. Have each of your cell members to write out their personal testimony. 
4. Pair them up two-by-two and practise. 
5. Take note of a good testimony which you may want to use for 

Christmas Home-e. 
6. Pray through “Our Oikos List”. (you may want to add new names if 

your CG members have more names) 
7. CL and CORE: Demonstrate how to share John 3:16. Teach them 

how to “draw the net”. (closure)  
8. Practise two-by two. Remember the mechanics are not as important 

as the heart. 
9. Have one of your CORE to give his/her personal testimony publicly. 

End by praying for your CORE- affirming him/her of the love of God. 
 
Note: 
At this stage, CL and CORE to meet outside CG time to decide on the flow of 
the Christmas Home-e. You do not need to take CG time to do this since 
Christmas Home-e is basically anchored by CL and CORE. 

 
Nov Week 3 (30 
mins) 

1. Check and ask if your members have invited their friends. 
2. Discuss on “food” - who to bring what. You can ask them to name their 

food after their friends. This will serve two purposes. Members will be 
more proactive to invite their friends and friends will also be honoured 
to come. 

3. Appoint different cell members to conduct sections of the programme 
ie. Welcome by CORE 1, Dinner by all or more than half of CG, 
Christmas Ice breakers by CORE 2, Christmas Carols by CL or 
CORE, Word - by CL, Sharing personal testimony and John 3:16 by all 
cg members. 

4. Show them the children version of John 3:16 – Jesus my Friend. 
Appoint one or two CORE who can be the children coordinator. 

5. Suggestions: You can take your cg members out (like how it was done 
in Type-A SOL class) for them to have ‘fun’ talking to strangers. Some 
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of these strangers can be names on your “Our Oikos List”. 
6. Remember, you do not have to let your cg members know the content 

of the CG Christmas Home-e so that they can also enjoy along with 
others. What is important is that the atmosphere is warm and friendly 
and personal. 

 
Nov Week 4 (40 
mins) 
 

1. Share a very rough idea on the flow of the Christmas Home-e. Do not 
over tell. Just enough to remind them that their warmth and 
participation are more important that the content of the programme. 

2. Pray through “Our Oikos List” and check how many friends are 
coming. 

3. Can use this time to tidy up the John 3:16 and Personal Testimony. 
4. Spread out a blank mahjong paper on the wall, and have each of your 

CG member… one by one, stroke by stroke, present the John 3:16 in 
a round robin manner. Pass the marker pen. Eg. First person write 
“God”, then the next person will write “Man”, then the next will write 
“Life” and etc. 

5. Remind them that after all the praying, they are more than ready to 
share their personal testimony and John 3:16. 

6. Inform them that they will do so at the Christmas Home-e, part of the 
programme. 

7. Take time to worship and dedicate the CG for next week.
