About “The Leap Forward”
The Leap Forward is one of two weekly electronic publications produced by the Writing Team. The other is ZES-T which is a weekly, encouragement/testimonial writing that speaks to Christians and at times, can be used to be sent to type-A non-believers at times. 
The Leap Forward contains: 
- The Weekend sermon summary (Which you can refer to when preparing Word). 
- A journal entry (that you can share in your CG meeting if you wish). 
- Prayer items (normally incorporated in the prayer logs of cell groups) 
Subscribing to the [DUMCWritingTeam] mailing list will enable you to receive these two publications on a weekly basis.

IMPORTANT NOTE: The Leap Forward edition is mailed out every Sunday night. Therefore, if you subscribe in midweek, you would not get the previous weekend’s summary. (Please get a copy from your cell leader, or after receiving a notification of your subscription, enter the yahoogroup via the link, go to Files, for a copy of that edition). 

Frequently Encountered Questions:
1. What if I do not subscribe? Can I just request the Administrators to email me the weekend copy that I want? 

If you are regularly preparing Word, either subscribe to the yahoogroup, or ask your cell leaders (nicely) to forward The Leap Forward edition to you, provided he/she is willing.  Due to the scale of operations, request for administrators to email you a copy will no longer be entertained.
2. Can I subscribe only to The Leap Forward and not ZES-T? 
Unfortunately not, as it comes as a combined package. 
3. Is this subscription open only to leaders? 
Subscription is open to all, including cell members. 
4. How do I unsubscribe? 
Please unsubscribe via the yahoogroup site on your own accord. 

5. Isn’t the sermon summary the same as DUA?
DUA is a guidance for Word/Works provided by the Church Office. The Leap Forward, written by the Writing Team, contains the sermon summary. Both are different in origin, nature and in purpose although both can be used together to improve the Word facilitation at the cell group level.
